RECOGNIZING BIOTERRORISM-RELATED ILLNESSES
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« Arapidly increasing disease incidence

* An unusual increase in the number of people seeking care, especially with fever,

respiratory, or gastrointestinal symptoms

« Any unusual age distributions or clustering of disease (e.g., chickenpox or measles in adults)
» Any unusual temporal and/or geographic clustering of illness (e.g., persons who attended the

» Any suspected or confirmed communicable disease that is not endemic in California
same public event)

(e.g., Anthrax, smallpox or viral hemorrhagic fever)
« Simultaneous outbreaks in human and animal populations
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
